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Message from the Eco Council

This January, we are taking part in Buy Nothing New Month! This campaign (led by Keep Britain Tidy) is all
about cherishing the things we already have, repairing things rather than sending them to landfill and finding
homes for things we no longer need.

To assist you in finding homes for things we no longer need we have two initiatives set up for your old clothes:
